Three capsules of 135 grams of gold were found
in the body of a passenger from Abu Dhabi

Ahmedabad, A gold
capsule worth over Rs 21 lakh
has been seized by the Air
Intell igence Unit of the
Customs Department from the
body of a passenger named
Shahrukh who arrived on an
Air Arabia flight from Abu
Dhabi to Ahmedabad.

Earlier, 79 capsules filled
with heroin hidden in the body
of a Ugandan woman were
seized. In this case, the
female accused was recently
sentenced to twenty years in
prison by the court. There, a
similar case has been caught
by the customs department
officials.

Admitted to swallowing
gold before customs officials

On 19 February 2026, the
AIU officials of Ahmedabad
Customs, based on profiling,
stopped a passenger named
Shahrukh, who was holding an
Indian passport and was
coming to Ahmedabad from
Abu Dhabi by Air Arabia Flight
No. 3L 111. During his
interrogation, the passenger

confessed that he had
swallowed and hidden the gold
capsule in his body.

The passenger was taken
to the Civil Hospital to remove
the gold, and then on February
19th, as per the order issued
by the Chief Judicial
Magistrate of Ahmedabad, the
passenger was admitted to
the Civil Hospital in
Ahmedabad to search for
hidden objects in the body.

While making a toilet in
Civil, 3 cylindrical and 1 round
capsule came out.

While making a stool, the
doctor found 3 yellow
cylindrical capsules and 1
round steel colored ball hidden
in the body of the passenger.
Civil Hospital, Ahmedabad
gave information about this
hidden goods through a
medical report on February 21
and discharged the passenger.

135 grams of gold was
recovered from 3 cylindrical
capsules, after which the
goods found in the
passenger's body were
evaluated and a certificate
was issued. In which it was
certified that the metal of the
3 three cylindrical capsules is
gold weighing 135.200 grams,

whose purity is 999.0 / 24
carats, its market value is Rs.
21 lakh 89 thousand 564 and
the tariff value is Rs. 20 lakh
17 thousand 801.

While the fourth spherical
capsule was found to be made
of ferrous metal. Therefore,
it was seized under the
provisions of the Customs Act,
1962 as an attempt was made
to smuggle it into India by
concealing it in the body
without declaring it to the
Customs. Further investigation
is underway in this regard.

This underwear is made of
gold, gold worth 45 lakhs was
found. On February 9, 2026,
the Customs department
seized gold worth a total of Rs
96 lakhs from a man who had
come from Dubai at
Ahmedabad airport. This man
had cleverly hidden gold worth
Rs 45 lakhs in paste form in
his underwear for smuggling,
which at first glance looked like
an ordinary cloth, but the
Customs department, based
on the suspicious movements
of the man at the airport,
uncovered this unique modus
operandi and the officials
were also stunned to see this
method of hiding the gold and

the underwear made entirely

Body of a young man found in an
acacia bush, murder suspected

The body of a young man

was found in a suspicious
condition in a barren area of
??Adhewada village near
Bhavnagar, creating panic in
the area. As soon as the
incident was reported, a
police convoy including DySP,
Dog Squad, FSL rushed to the
spot. The police have shifted
the body to the hospital for
postmortem, and based on the
injuries sustained by the young
man on the head, the police
have started an investigation.
The family members have
expressed suspicion of
murder and demanded
justice.

The deceased has been
identified.

DySP R.R. Sindhal said that
there is a wall near Jali Jakhra
in the Adhewada area of
??Bharatnagar Police Station.

body was found. While
identifying the body by the
police, it has been revealed
that this body is Mathurbhai
Parmar, estimated age 40,
resident of Adhewada. The
police have taken possession
of this body. And along with
this, the incident area has
been tracked by the FSL
officer and the dog squad at
the scene.

The demolition of Jungleshwar
 was planned in October

Rajkot
Rajkot Municipal

Corporation has carried out
the mega demolition of 1509
houses in the Jangleshwar
area, which is considered the
largest in the history of the
city. In the coming time, the
demolition of 1358 houses
that were demolished in the
area coming under the
control of the Collector will
also be done. At that time,
Divya Bhaskar is telling the
inside story of the
Jangleshwar demolition.

According to sources, this
plan was formulated two
months before the Vibrant
Summit held recently at
Marwari College in Rajkot,
i.e. in Oct.-Nov.-2025. The
state's Deputy CM Harsh
Sanghvi himself had said that
crime is increasing in this
place, remove i l legal
pressures from there,
otherwise this place will
become a big base for
criminals, due to which this
mega demolition has been
done immediately.

About four months before
the mega demolition was
carried out in Jungleshwar by
the Municipal Corporation, a
meeting was held with high
officials including Rajkot
Municipal Commissioner
Tushar Sumera and Po.

In this meeting, whi le
looking at the map of
Jungleshwar, Deputy CM
Harsh Sanghvi himself said
that crime is increasing in
this area to a large extent.
And most of the constructions
are illegal here. If these
pressures are not removed,
the entire area will become
a major hub for crime in the
future. In February, Harsh

Harsh Sanghvi held a meeting and said after looking at
the map, crime has increased a lot, know the inside story

Sanghvi held a meeting with
the Police Commissioner and
Municipal Commissioner.

The Vibrant Summit was
organized and the demolition
was postponed.

When asked how long the
demolition would take, the
police and the Municipal
Commissioner said that it
would take only 3-4 days. Not
only that, they immediately
showed their readiness to
carry out this mega
demolition. However, at that
t ime, a grand Vibrant
Summit was planned at
Marwari College in Rajkot. At
that time, Prime Minister
Narendra Modi and big
industr ia l ists from the
country and the world were
to be present there.
Regarding this, Harsh
Sanghvi said that even if it
takes two months more,
there is nothing to be done
now to ensure that there is
no opposit ion to Modi
Saheb's presence during the
Vibrant.

The Home Minister gave
instructions and sent notices
in a rush.

As per Harsh Sanghvi's
instructions, notices were
given to the people of the
Jungleshwar area by the
Collector and Municipal
Commissioner system.
However, the demolition
could not be done as a stay
was obtained against the
act ion of the Col lector
system. However, since the
Municipal Corporat ion
system had planned in
advance and also filed a
caveat, the lawyers fighting
the Jungleshwar case without
any fees could not get a stay.

On the other hand, since
the instructions were given
by the Deputy Chief Minister
himself, there was no political
obstacle. Not only that, the
opposition, which said that

not even a pebble would be
allowed to fall, did not even
bother. With this, the
Municipal Corporation, with
the help of the police, has
successfully completed the
entire operation in just two
days. Then, there is a good
possibility that 1358 illegal
houses will be demolished by
the Collectorate in the near
future.

Know the full story of the
demolition

The High Court heard the
Jangleshwar case on
February 19 and 20,
Thursday and Friday. Three
separate cases were filed in
the High Court by the
residents seeking protection
against the demolition. On
Friday, the state government
and the Rajkot Municipal
Corporation informed the
court that they would file a
detailed reply in the matter.
Government lawyer G.H.
Virk, appearing for the Rajkot
Municipal Corporat ion,
argued that none of the
petitioners before the High
Court has any legal right over
these structures as they are
i l legal encroachers
occupying the land on the
Aaji river bed and the Town
Planning (TP) Road.

The bulldozers started
moving as soon as the High
Court did not grant a stay,
and the authorities had made
it clear that none of the
applicants were eligible for
rehabilitation benefits. The
court did not grant any
interim relief and during the
proceedings, the applicants
sought time and on Saturday,
February 21, another
application was filed by the
residents of Jungleshwar
seeking immediate
intervention before the
demolition began, although
the request for early hearing
was rejected.

But
behind the driver's cabin, a
separate cabin of leaves was
made, which opened from
the top of the cabin, which
when opened, it was found
that bottles of foreign liquor
were hidden in it. The truck
