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Bharat Ratna Dr. Bhimrao
Ramji Ambedkar may not
have been a hero of the war
of Indian independence, but
he is the hero who built an
independent India. 135th
birthday anniversary is being
celebrated to commemorate
his memories. After decades
of neglect, one of the finest
minds and statesmen of
India, B.R. Ambedkar, is now
invoked by almost everybody
on the public scene. It is no
wonder that everyone called
him 'Babasaheb’, out of love
and admiration. He was the
lion-hearted man who fought
for equality, justice and
humanity. Dr. B.R.
Ambedkar's birth anniversary
is on April 14, and it's a
significant day in India. He's
remembered as the chief
architect of the Indian
Constitution and a champion
of social justice and equality.
Born in 1891, Ambedkar

Dr. Ambedkar, with his
worldly perspective, changed
the country's fate. He was a
liberator and philosopher. Dr.
Ambedkar was a man ahead
of his time. We remember
his efforts to eradicate social
evils and the importance he
gave to education. He
decided to delve into the
history of human
discrimination and
untouchability menace. As
independent India's first Law
Minister, Ambedkar
collaborated closely with
Prime Minister Nehru in
fighting against oppressive
social hierarchies in Indian
society. He hit the nail on the
head, when he said that
caste system in India was
the root cause of the evil
practice. Those who play
politics of caste have no
interest in welfare of poor
people even within their
caste. A nation can only
progress if there is a feeling
of unity. Babasaheb became
a voice for the oppressed
and downtrodden. His ideals
and thoughts will continue to
guide us in our mission for
an equal society. Ambedkar
added that after
Independence, we had
greater responsibilities and
that if things went wrong,
we would have nobody to
blame except ourselves. But
in today's politics, the blame
game is the order of the
day.

In Surat's Rander area,
two groups clashed with
weapons on the road over a
matter that was visible. Both
groups took the road hostage
for a minute and created a
ruckus. According to the
details of the incident, Mohit
Kapoor, his younger brother
Yash and Foi's son Samarth
were standing near the gate
of Rama Residency near
Jahangirabad. During this, a
man passed by on a moped.
While crossing the road, he
had an argument with Yash
over a matter that was
visible. The attacker had left
at that time.

Soon, he returned to the
moped with his companions
and carried out the deadly
attack. After some time of
the altercation, the attacker
arrived with 5 other people
on two mopeds. The gang
was armed with paddles,
wooden sticks and belts. As
soon as they arrived, they
started attacking Samarth
with paddles. When Mohit
and his younger brother
intervened, the attackers
also attacked them and
caused serious injuries.

Two youths fighting,
falling to the ground,
captured on CCTV

CCTV footage of the
entire incident has become
important evidence in the
police investigation. The
footage clearly shows how
the men on the moped are
beating the complainant and
his brothers in a ruthless
manner. This murderous
game was played on the
road for about a minute. Not
only this, during the fight,
one youth falls heavily on the
road as soon as he is beaten.
While some other men are

also clearly seen in the CCTV
fleeing from there after
fighting.

Police investigation has
revealed that the attack was
triggered by a simple
argument while crossing the
road, such as 'Why are you
looking in front of me?' The
attackers had hatched a pre-
planned plot, collected
weapons and targeted the
youths just to instill fear in
them. While the injured in
the brawl were shifted to the
hospital for treatment.
